Day 1 (Tuesday, September 21) Depart U.S.A.

Day 2 Arrival in Rome, Italy (Wednesday, September 22) Lodging: Rome Hotel in the historic center of Rome. A driver
will be waiting to escort you to our hotel. That evening Vince will lead an informal walking tour of the major sights near
our hotel.

Day 6 Sorrento (Sunday, September 26) Lodging: Sorrento Hotel. Free Day. Explore the city in a relaxed pace. Shop, have
a leisurely meal and taste the famous Limoncello (a liqueur made from fresh lemons, sugar and alcohol) that originates in
Sorrento. The day is yours to do as you wish... take a boat to explore the coast, or just hang out in the cafes - the choices
are endless. In the evening, join Vince for another remarkable Italian feast.

Day 7 Sorrento (Monday, September 27) Lodging: Sorrento Hotel. Free Day. As an option, enjoy a cruise along the
dramatic Amalfi coast with stops in Positano and Amalfi.

Day 8 Sorrento (Tuesday, September 28) Lodging: Sorrento Hotel. Free Day. Spend the day at the weekly flea market,
rent a Vespa for the day or take the hydrofoil to the island of Ischia.

After enjoying a breakfast overlooking the Bay of
Naples, the group will meet for a Full Day Tour exploring the island of Capri. The group will travel on a modern
hydrofoil for the trip to Capri. The group will then explore this great island in luxury with a private guide that will
inform and entertain you during the journey. An afternoon meal (pranzo) is planned for the group in Anacapri.

Day 10 Sorrento (Thursday, September 30) Lodging: Sorrento Hotel. Free Day. Here is another opportunity to explore,
shop or just hang out in glorious Sorrento. Consider visiting the charming Amalfi or romantic Positano for the day.

Day 11 Sorrento-Naples-Rome (Friday, October 1) Lodging: Rome Airport Hilton - After an early check out in Sorrento
we depart to the most fascinating of all Italian cities, Naples. Here you will tour some of the most beautiful and important
landmarks in all of Italy that few American tourists visit. Enjoy an afternoon meal at Vince’s favorite Neapolitan
restaurant. Arrive in Rome in the evening.
